Important Information

CAT Day

Homework
In Year 1 we expect the children to complete the following homework daily:

Please sign your child's reading record book and, where
possible, make a comment aboot their reading.
. If yoor child has been given key words, they shoold practise reading these every doy.
. Practise recognising, counting and writing nombers fluently vp to 100.

Your child will be given English homework each week. This will be in the form of a homework book, where they will be asked to
write sentences. Homework will be set on a Friday and shoold be returned on or before the following Wednesday.

We view homework as a positive opportonity to practise key knowledge and skills that are necessary for good progress.
Whilst your child will not be punished for not retorning their homework, they will be verbally praised and acknowledged for
attempting it and we valve any feedback regarding their attempt as we will vse those questions that are cavsing difficulties as
teaching points in the classroom. Please speak to your child's class teacher if your child is having difficulty completing their
homework.
